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Jersey Post will be adding the third addition to the Jersey Postal
History series by issuing a Miniature Sheet on 21st June 2009 to
celebrate the centenary of the opening of Jersey’s Head Post Office
in Broad Street, St Helier.  
Jersey’s first Post Office building was, in fact, the home of the
Island’s first Post Master, Charles William Le Geyt who was
appointed in February 1794. For the first three years the mail was not
delivered to recipients but held at Le Geyt’s house. Notices listing
correspondence being held were then posted outside four town
hotels where the public could see if they had mail awaiting collection.
In 1843, the Head Post Office was relocated to Bond Street, St Helier
where it was to stay for a mere nine years before moving to a building
in Queen Street. In 1881, the location changed again and a rather
ornate building in Halkett Place became the new Head Post Office.
The next move was to the existing Broad Street premises on 21st
June 1909.

Sixty years later, Jersey Post Office gained independence from the
British Post Office and, very quickly, found it needed additional
premises to cater for its expanding business. By 1971, Postal
Headquarters had been established at Mont Millais on the outskirts
of St Helier. This former tobacco factory site housed the Sorting
Office, Postal, Finance and Administrative Offices and the Philatelic
Bureau whilst the Broad Street building became the ‘Main Post
Office’.
In 1996, Postal Headquarters had once again outgrown its home and
moved into purpose built premises on a trading estate at Rue des
Prés, St Saviour, featured on the Presentation Pack accompanying
this stamp issue. Since then, Jersey Post has added two separate
locations to incorporate jPromail - a mailing house - and jLogistics -
servicing the Island’s bulk mail needs. 
The Island currently enjoys a Sub Post Office network at nineteen
locations in addition to outlets at Postal Headquarters at Rue des
Prés and the Island’s airport - very handy if your luggage weight
exceeds the airline limits, you can send it through the post at a
fraction of the cost of excess baggage fees!

Broad Street Post Office, circa 2009, is depicted on the FDC envelope.
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Throughout the last one hundred years, the Broad Street premises
has been a constant fixture within the Island’s postal history and it
remains so today. Jersey Post’s Retail arm of the company (which
includes Broad Street Post Office and the Sub Post Office network)
is led by a Retail General Manager. A very busy outlet, Broad Street
Post Office provides all the traditional counter services expected by
customers plus Post&Pay self service kiosks, a very competitive
Bureau de Change, banking, government services, utility bill
payments, TV licence renewals, a portfolio of financial and insurance
products, Moneygram (secure money transfer worldwide within ten
minutes) and a Post Shop selling a wide range of philatelic, stationery
and packaging items. To the rear of the building in Commercial
Street, St Helier, PO Box facilities (administered by Postal Services)
for private and business use are available.

Jersey Post’s Philatelic Manager, Mrs Andrée Valentine, has a
particular personal attachment to the Broad Street Post Office - her
own office is now located in the very same room in which she was
interviewed for employment by the British Post Office’s Jersey Head
Postmaster in 1968. She well recalls memories of 1st October 1969
as a Broad Street Post Office counter clerk selling the new Jersey
LSD Definitives and Inauguration of Jersey Post Office stamp issue -
“We had all sold out of the 1/2d Definitive stamp within one hour of
opening and the queues of customers wishing to buy the new Jersey
stamps extended out of the Post Office, along the pavement in Broad
Street and around the corner into Conway Street. We were so rushed
off our feet that day that the usual 40 minutes lunch break was
reduced to 15 minutes only and the Head Postmaster himself came

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down from his office upstairs to help move queues from counter
position to counter position so that the clerks could take the short
lunch break!”
Painted by Colleen Corlett, the stamp within the Miniature Sheet
features the facade of the Broad Street Post Office building, circa
1909, with telegram boys outside whilst the Miniature Sheet surround
depicts how Broad Street appeared during the same era. Both
images were painted using actual period photographs of Broad
Street for reference. The First Day Cover envelope illustration shows
Broad Street, including the Post Office Building, as it is today whilst
the Presentation Pack features Jersey’s purpose built Postal
Headquarters at Rue des Prés, St Saviour which was opened in 1996.

On 1st July 2009, Jersey Post will mark the 40th Anniversary of the
Investiture of HRH The Prince of Wales with a commemorative
Miniature Sheet. Prince Charles was created the 21st ‘Prince of
Wales’ by His mother, Queen Elizabeth II, when he was just nine years
old. However, it was not until some eleven years later that the
Investiture took place because HM The Queen wanted to wait until
Prince Charles understood exactly what it meant to be bestowed with
the title. 
The ceremony was conducted on 1st July 1969 within the medieval
walls of Caernarfon Castle with an immediate audience of 4,000
guests. Countless thousands more stood outside the castle and a
worldwide audience watched via television cameras. 

Following in the footsteps of the previous recipients, The Prince of
Wales received the Insignia of His Principality and Earldom of
Chester: a sword, a coronet, a mantle, a gold ring and a gold rod from
The Queen. The newly Invested Prince of Wales responded “I,
Charles, Prince of Wales, do become your liege man of life and limb
and of earthly worship and faith and truth I will bear unto you to live
and die against all manner of folks.”

Jersey - 40th Anniversary of the
Investiture of HRH The Prince of Wales

The Presentation Pack features Caernarfon Castle.
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The origin of the current title ‘Prince of Wales’ has been traced back
to 1301 when, Edward I created the title for His son who would
eventually become Edward II. This title is not hereditary but it may
only be bestowed upon the male heir apparent to the British Throne
(the ‘Crown Prince’). Before 1301, it is thought that the Llywelyn royal
lineage of Wales self appointed the title.
The current Prince of Wales is the third ‘Charles’ to hold the title. On
4th November 1616, Charles Stuart was created Prince of Wales by
his father, James I and held the title for nine years until he became
King Charles I. His own son, also Charles Stuart, became Prince of
Wales approximately thirteen years later. He was to become King
Charles II, a most colourful character with more than a fleeting
penchant for Jersey during the 17th century.... rumour has it that the
Stuart line was increased in the Island, very Da Vinci code!
HRH The Prince of Wales is no stranger to Jersey having visited the
Island on a number of occasions beginning when he was still at
University and travelled to the Island to take part in an archaeological
dig. His most recent visit to Jersey was in 2004, the year in which
Jersey celebrated 800 years of allegiance to the British Crown.
During that visit The Prince of Wales attended a special sitting of The
States of Jersey (the Island’s government) which was held at Mont
Orgueil Castle which dates from 1204, the very time when the
inhabitants of Jersey chose to stand for the British Crown and not for
France. 
As Heir to the British Throne, the current Prince of Wales’ life has
been charmed but has also entailed a lot of hard work. One of the
ventures most readily associated with The Prince of Wales is the
‘Prince’s Trust’. According to the Prince’s Trust website -
www.princes-trust.org.uk - the Trust was founded in 1976 and has
become the leading youth charity in the United Kingdom, providing
practical and  financial support and developing key skills, confidence
and motivation with those young people who need it most.
Both Prince William and Prince Harry’s (or Henry to be precise) titles
are ‘of Wales’ (Prince William of Wales and Prince Henry of Wales)
but, following tradition, only Prince William is likely to become The
Prince of Wales in the future.

2009 SEPAC

The second edition in the SEPAC (Small European Postal Administrations
Co-operation) joint issue of postage stamps will be available on 16th
September 2009. Following the same theme as the first set, which was
issued in 2007, the participating members will issue postage stamps
featuring the scenery of their countries or Islands.
At the time of writing there are 13 members of SEPAC - Åland, Faroes,
Gibraltar, Greenland, Guernsey, Iceland, Isle of Man, Jersey,
Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Malta, Monaco and San Marino although
interest about joining the Group has been expressed by at least three
other Postal Administrations.
