Jersey Transport - Buses Il

On 8th April 2008, Jersey Post will issue the second set of postage
stamps to depict ‘Buses’ in its Jersey Transport series. The Island of
Jersey has had a motorised bus service since 1910 when the
Channel Islands Motor Company provided a service between the
Weighbridge in St Helier and St Aubin. Apparently, due to mechanical
problems with the covered char-a-bancs, the service only lasted one
month but it was swiftly followed by another company’s hourly
service from Library Place in St Helier to St Aubin. This service
provider, Omnials Ltd., fared little better and it too folded after a mere
three months.

Over the years, there have been many companies providing bus
services, some for a very short time whilst some have lasted
decades, expanding, merging or selling on when the time was right.
In the early days, it would seem that operators began with one or two
vehicles servicing one or, occasionally, two routes each. One of these
early buses was a Daimler CB (c.1920) of the ‘Grey Bus Service’
(GBS). Owned by Mr Gallichan, the GBS’s first route was between
St Helier and St Catherine’s Bay. The GBS was taken over by the
Safety Coach Service (SCS) in 1929 and the three Daimler CBs
owned by Mr Gallichan and the route they plied was absorbed into
the SCS portfolio. Cannily, Mr Gallichan retained a financial interest
and subsequently enjoyed the company’s growth.

Ex London buses belonging to the London General Omnibus
Company were often imported into the Island and, in about 1930, the
SCS acquired ten ‘K’ Single Decker vehicles to add to its fleet. This
more or less doubled the fleet’s size so 1930 also saw the company
move to larger premises in Green Street, St Helier. Just one year later,
the number of SCS vehicles had increased by another 50%!

The advent of the German Occupation in 1940 saw petrol rationing
and many bus routes were withdrawn as a result. Ever resourceful in
times of need, the Jersey Motor Transport company (JMT) ran a
horse bus in St Helier in conjunction with Bellingham’s Transport
which supplied the horses. The service, between the bottom of
Queen’s Road and Le Dicq was not well supported and terminated
after just a few weeks. Undeterred, a year later the JMT converted
two Leyland ‘Lions’ to operate on the French Brandt Gazogene
system using charcoal as fuel. This worked but, because the system

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was more suited to flat roads, it was not unusual for passengers to
dismount at the foot of any steep hill, walk to the top and rejoin the
bus at the top! Can you imagine doing that nowadays?

February 1934 saw the Jersey Bus Service (JBS) swing into action
albeit with, yet again, just one bus. The owner was Joe Manning so
inevitably the service became known as Joe’s Bus Service. The
fortune of the JBS veered wildly from being in service to out of
service and back in again and it was not until after the Second World
War Occupation that, with replacement vehicles - including a Bedford
WLB - for those that had been commandeered, that the JBS became
really stable. The SCS finally sold out to the JMT in November 1946
and, although they had acquired many vehicles through that and
other takeovers, it still needed more. A number of brand new buses
were shipped over to bolster the post-War JMT fleet including three
Commer Commandos.

The stamp within the Miniature Sheet features a Ford Willowbrook in
or about 1977 which was owned by the JMT. This particular make
and model was the favoured bus of the 1970s and the JMT took its
final delivery of these stylish buses with the long windows into the
fleet in 1975.

The current main service provider in the Island is Connex Transport
Jersey Ltd which started operating in 2002 in a seven year delegated
management contract. The company has in the region of seventy-five
buses covering an Islandwide Mybus network of which, nearly 80%
has Euro 3-compliant engines which produce low levels of gas
emissions. In a new information venture, ‘identification numbers’
have been painted on the road at all bus stops. These ID numbers are
connected to a new text messaging service which allows passengers
waiting for buses to find out when the next three buses are due at
that particular bus stop... they say they always come in threes!
Connex buses have been illustrated on the Presentation Pack by
artist Alan R Copp to bring the history of buses in Jersey right up to
date.

On 28th September 2007, the Jersey bus station moved from its
home at the Weighbridge to the brand new, purpose built ‘Liberation
Station’ which, in a previous life, was the Island’s abattoir. The state
of the art bus station was officially opened by the Jersey’s Lieutenant
Governor, His Excellency Lieutenanf1 General Andrew Ridgway CB CBE.




Jersey Cows - World Jersey Cattle Bureau

If someone is asked to play a word association game and is given the
word ‘Jersey’, chances are they will then say ‘cow’. And why not,
indeed? The Jersey breed is arguably the prettiest in the world and
allegedly produces the best milk.
On 18th May 2008, Jersey Post will issue a Miniature Sheet
containing a single stamp to mark the Royal Jersey Agricultural and
Horticultural Society (RJA&HS) hosting the 18th World Jersey Cattle
Bureau Conference. The World Jersey Cattle Bureau’s website
www.worldjerseycattle.com elaborates on the history of the WJCB:
“Since its formation in 1951, the World Jersey Cattle Bureau (WJCB)
has worked to bring together Jersey cattle breeders around the world.
Meetings are held in a different region each year and a World
Conference is held every three years. In 1992, the WJCB opened an
International Centre in the home of the breed - the Island of Jersey -
to provide focus for information relating to the Jersey breed, both
new and old. In 2001 the WJCB moved into its new offices and library,
built by the Agricultural Department of the RIA&HS. Queen Elizabeth
Il performed the dedication ceremonies on July 13th 2001.
Today the Jersey breed is the second largest breed of dairy cattle in
the world. With its ability to adapt to many kinds of climates,
environments and management practices, the Jersey is a cow for all
seasons, and for all reasons. For centuries, the Jersey cow has been
developed in its Island home by farmers who recognised its qualities
for producing butter and cheese, and this excellence was identified as
early as the 18th century with a lively export trade to England and
beyond.
By the 1700s, Jerseys were being exported in large numbers to
England as they were recognised for their superior quality milk. Such
was demand in the middle of the 18th century that French farmers
were sending their cattle to Jersey to be domiciled for a few weeks
before exporting them to England as Jerseys. A law was passed in
1763 in the courts of Jersey to prohibit cattle importation from France.
This law was extended later and finally an act of 1878 declared that
no bovine animals could be imported to the Island. This law remains
to this day to protect the breed from ‘Invasion’ of other stock.
The flourishing times for the breed was the period from the 1860s to
the First World War when the Jersey cow enjoyed the greatest period
of development for the breed worldwide. For many years, thousands
of animals were shipped to the USA annually but, records show that,
early settlers took Jerseys there in 1657! Canada imported her first
Jerseys in 1868. Jerseys first went to South Africa in 1880 and, in
1862, New Zealand imported her first cattle. Latin America imported
its first Jerseys before the turn of the century. Records show that
around 1892, the first cattle went to Guatemala. Brazil had its first
Jerseys four years later but it was probably Costa Rica that first
imported the breed to Central and South America in 1873. The
scandinavian countries, notably Sweden and Denmark, imported their
first Jerseys in the 1890s and other European countries have, from
time to time, imported the breed.
Today it is considered that Jersey cattle can be found in nearly every
country. In many instances, the Jerseys have been kept pure, if not
registered, but the breed has also been used very extensively,
