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In the middle of 2007, Jersey Post was approached by Chris Minty,
Jersey’s Director of Cricket, with a request to commemorate an event
taking place in 2008 with a stamp issue. He explained that the
International Cricket Council had awarded the Jersey Cricket Board
the honour of hosting the World Cricket League Division 5
tournament commencing on 23rd May 2008. The Jersey Cricket
Board has rightly viewed this as a great honour not only for Jersey
Cricket but also for Jersey itself because the tournament will attract
a lot of interest from the cricketing world.
The tournament is a truly ‘international’ event and will welcome
teams from all over the world including (at the time of writing)
Botswana, Afghanistan, Norway, Nepal, Singapore, Mozambique,
Bahamas, Germany, Japan, USA, Vanuatu and, of course, Jersey
who have already qualifed for the event. Eventually, there will be
twelve international teams taking part.
Here in Jersey, cricket has been a well established sport for many
years as the Jersey Cricket Board explains:-
“The earliest records of cricket in Jersey show that the game was
played from the mid 1860s onwards. The Jersey Island Cricket Club
was formed in 1922 and the first visitors of real note were the MCC in
1924. Apart from the period of both World Wars, cricket has been
played in Jersey for almost 150 years. Some Jersey cricket trophies
date back to 1921 and 1932 and are still being played for today! 1996
saw the formation of the Channel Islands Cricket Board which
became part of the England and Wales Cricket Board (ECB). The
development of cricket that took place during this period saw both
Jersey and Guernsey seeking additional competition for their players.
This was not available within the ECB and, with their blessing,
membership of the European Cricket Council (ECC) was sought and
achieved in 2005. The Jersey Cricket Board was formed in order to
facilitate this.”
The Jersey Cricket Board has a very informative website which
provides a wealth of information for those interested in the sport and
the facilities Jersey has to offer: 
“Through the local authority, Education, Sport and Culture, Jersey is
fortunate to have excellent, well maintained cricket facilities which
service the  local cricket community and visiting cricketers. There are
six grounds with seven turf pitches, one of which is suitable for junior
cricket only. There are seven artificial pitches including five ‘stand
alone’ artificial pitches, some of which are only suitable for junior
cricket. Two have NTP nets. All the grass squares (except the junior
pitch) have cover and sightscreens together with changing and
catering facilities. All groundstaff are fully trained and properly
equipped to maintain the facilities.
The Farmers Cricket Club has recently established its own private
ground with a grass pitch and pavilion.
There are nine sports halls used in the Winter months for coaching
activities and competitions, four of them with four nets, three with two
nets and one with one net.
There are thirty two clubs, some running up to four teams, in Jersey
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and League cricket is played at weekends and in the evenings. The
Jersey Island Cricket Club entertains visiting teams from the UK and
elsewhere including the MCC on their annual Channel Island tour.
Schools cricket is played through the week and at weekends. Indoor
cricket is played in the winter months.
The premier ground at Grainville provides a good cricket arena and
the ECB staged The Women’s ODI Tri-series there in 2002 with teams
from England, India and New Zealand.
Jersey has a well established cricket structure in place with a local
governing body, coaching and umpiring associations (both with
Education programmes and tutors), a Development Officer and Junior
cricket bodies running schools and youth cricket, including tours to
the UK and elsewhere, and Festivals at home including the well
established U16 County Festival.”

Jersey Post agreed to commemorate the 2008 event with a Miniature
Sheet containing one stamp. Both the ICC and the ICC World Cricket
League logos appear on the Miniature Sheet surround courtesy of
these organisations. The Jersey Cricket Board logo is also cleverly
featured and the batsman captured in action is the Jersey Captain. If

Jersey’s tidal waters are popular for all sorts of reasons and attract a
huge amount of vessels, not only for pleasure and commercial
activities but, also, the ships of the Royal Navy. The fact that Jersey
is visited by quite so many Royal Navy ships is no accident. Lt. Cdr.
Ian Robinson RNR is the Island Military Liaison Officer and he is
based at the Le Quesne TA Centre, home of the Jersey Field
Squadron Royal Engineers (Royal Militia of the Island of Jersey). His
role entails submitting bids to the Fleet Command for Royal Navy
ship visits to the Island to participate in local events such as
Liberation Day and Remembrance Sunday and then to organise and
host their visit programme. In addition, he enjoys a fair amount of
success in attracting Royal Navy ships on Fisheries Protection Duties
in the South West approaches to spend their Rest and Recuperation

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stand offs in Jersey. The popularity of Jersey in the Armed Forces
also results in regular visits and exercises by aircraft in the Fleet Air
Arm, the Royal Navy’s own air force. 
Over the years Jersey has welcomed countless Royal Navy ships,
both in times of war and peace. Jersey Post is pleased to be featuring
just some of those vessels on a set of stamps and a Miniature Sheet
which will be issued on 24th June 2008 entitled ‘Jersey Naval
Connections - Visiting Naval Vessels’. This stamp issue will also be
the focus for the annual Prestige Booklet produced by Jersey Post.
The Prestige Booklet is filled to brimming with images painted by
stamp artist, Tony Theobald, and provides a narrative about a wide
selection of the different Naval vessels to have visited the Island and
its waters. Tony also designed a ‘naval’ crest especially for Jersey
Post to include in this stamp issue.
The ships featured on the stamps are HMS Roebuck, HMS
Monmouth, HMS Edinburgh, HMS Express, HMS Severn and
HMS Cottesmore. The stamp featured on the stamp within the
Miniature Sheet is HMY Britannia which dropped anchor off Jersey’s
coast on various occasions to allow members of the British Royal
Family to journey ashore. Although HM The Queen and HRH The
Duke of Edinburgh helped design the ship primarily as a Royal
residence afloat, Britannia had the facility to be converted into a
hospital ship, should the need arise, during times of conflict. Now
decommissioned and permanently moored at Leith Harbour in
Edinburgh, Britannia is described as an exhibition ship which may be
hired as a venue for conferences or functions.
HMS Roebuck (H130) visited Jersey in 2005 for the 60th anniversary
of the Liberation from occupation during the Second World War. 64
metres long by 13 metres wide with a top speed of 15 knots, she
carries a crew of fifty-one. HMS Roebuck is part of the Royal Navy’s
Hydrographic Squadron capable of undertaking worldwide
hydrographic and oceanographic (from upper atmosphere to sea
bed) combat survey operations. At the time of writing, this is the
Royal Navy’s foremost Rapid Assessment unit.

A Duke Class (Type 23) frigate, HMS Monmouth (F235) is also known
as ‘The Black Duke’ in honour of one of Charles II’s illegitimate
offspring, James Scott, the first Duke of Monmouth and a plain black

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flag is flown from the mainmast. The black flag makes HMS
Monmouth easily identifiable visually but this particular Class of
warship utilises ‘stealth’ technology to minimise detection by
masking magnetic, radar, acoustic and infra-red signatures.

HMS Edinburgh (D97) is a Sheffield Class (Type 42) destroyer and is
dubbed ‘The Fortress of the Sea’. She is the largest ship in her Class
at 141 metres in length and can sustain speeds of up to 30 knots.
When HMS Edinburgh visited Jersey in 1999, the Captain at the time
was an Island resident and he took great pleasure in opening his ship
to the public of Jersey.
HMS Express (P163) is a 20 metre P2000 Class Coastal Training Craft
assigned to Wales University Royal Naval Unit. HMS Express’ role is
to provide elite undergraduates with a taste of Royal Navy life and let
them experience first hand the role they could play in the force. A
successful applicant for HMS Express is made ‘Midshipman’ in the
Royal Naval Reserve and whilst on board they follow a syllabus that
includes navigation, seamanship, leadership, management and
strategic studies.
HMS Severn (P282) is a River Class Offshore Patrol Vessel whose
crew has the primary role to enforce international rules and
regulations within the United Kingdom’s territorial waters. As a
fisheries protection ship, HMS Severn’s crew - which numbers thirty
- is entitled to stop and inspect fishing vessels of any nationality to
ensure their licences are valid and that they are complying with size
restrictions imposed on nets and fishes.
HMS Cottesmore (M32) now decommissioned, was one of the largest
warships built from glass reinforced plastic (GRP). Although not of
huge dimensions - 60 metres long by 10 metres wide - these Hunt
Class Mine Countermeasures Vessels have had no expense spared
in design and are equipped with highly advanced mine detection
sonars which can detect football-sized objects at some 1,000
metres. They are the only ships in the Royal Navy with mine sweeping
plus mine hunting facilities.
Jersey Post received a great deal of invaluable help and information
from various people during the preparation of this stamp issue but in
particular from the office of Defence Public Relations, Navy. If you
