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On 8th September 2008, Jersey Post will issue the second set of
stamps in the Jersey Nature series to be dedicated to insects. Jersey
has an abundance of insects from which to choose but the following
six creatures were eventually decided upon - Carpenter Bee
Xylocopa violacea, Large Migrant Hoverfly Volucella zonaria,
Ruby-tailed Wasp Chrysis ignita, 22-spot Ladybird Thea 22-
punctata, Clown-faced Bug Pyrrhocoris apterus and a Buff-tailed
Bumblebee Bombus terrestris. The first set of stamps to specifically
concentrate on insects was issued in 2002 and both the first and
second set have been painted by William Oliver, one of Jersey Post’s
long standing and much respected stamp artists.
Jersey Post is fortunate to be able to call upon the expert help of
Roger Long who has, once again, provided us with some information
about each of the insects and their habitat in Jersey. 
Roger explains:- “Very occasionally a much larger, almost black bee
will be seen with the usual bumblebees feeding at flowers in a
Summer garden. When it settles it will reveal the deep blue colour of
its body, and wings which might appear brownish-bronze or
iridescent blue as the sun catches them. This is the mainly continental
Carpenter Bee, now being seen more frequently in the Channel
Islands and Southern England, as global warming encourages a
northward extension of its range.
The Large Migrant Hoverfly is often mistaken, at first sight, for a
hornet but is a quite harmless, two-winged fly. It is a southern species
which migrates from the continent each Summer and might survive
the current spell of warmer Jersey Winters. Although it does not hover
as much as some related smaller hoverflies, it is mostly seen around
blossoms of wild and garden flowers.
Small, jewel-like, insects with ruby-red abdomens and shining green
thoraxes can often be seen in the Summer exploring bark on trees or
investigating crevices in walls. These are parasitic wasps looking for
the grubs of solitary wasps and bees on which they will lay their eggs.
This Ruby-tailed Wasp is common in all the Channel Islands and can
be seen throughout Spring and Summer.
Of the two dozen or so different ladybirds found in Jersey, the 22-spot
is one of the smaller species, and has a consistently yellow
background colour with black spots. Its larvae feed on aphids, but the

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adult is often found on mildews and among nettles. It is quite
common, particularly in the west of Jersey.
The Clown-faced, or Fire, Bug is rarely found in Britain but is
widespread in Jersey where it is sometimes seen in swarms under
various plants. Around the coast it seems to prefer Tree Mallow,
feeding on its leaves and seeds after emerging from hibernation.
Among large groups, the adults have conspicuous markings which
resemble the lugubrious painted face of a clown.
The largest, and one of the most common and widespread of the
bumblebees, the Buff-tailed Bumblebee may be seen in Jersey a early
as January. The nest, built by the queen, can have more than 250
workers, and is usually underground. Species of bumblebee are not
always easy to distinguish and the tail of this one ranges from off-
white, through buff to a reddish orange.”
This is the eighth issue in the popular Jersey Nature series of stamps
of which William Oliver has painted six issues. Shown below is a
small selection of some of the many wildlife subjects that have
graced Jersey Post’s stamps.

Jersey Post is pleased to add a second set of stamps to the Jersey
Birdlife series. This new set will be issued on19th October 2008 and
will feature some of the ‘Migrating Birds’ which pass through the
Island en route to specific breeding grounds. Mike Stentiford MBE.,
Jersey’s most well known ornithologist and environmentalist, has
kindly elaborated on the migrant birds featured on the stamps:-

“Northern Wheatear Oenanthe oenanthe.
This highly attractive member of the chat family is one of the earliest
of Spring migrants to be seen in Jersey. Leaving Africa in early
February, they begin to arrive along our shoreline towards the end of
March by which time numbers may well have reached a few hundred
individuals.
Whinchat Saxicola rubetra
A small colourful bird that can sometimes be confused with its close
cousin the Stonechat. The Whinchat, however, is strictly migratory
with modest numbers of birds seen and recorded passing through the
Island mainly during the Autumn.

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Pied Flycatcher Ficedula hypoleuca
An unmistakable little black and white bird particularly when the male
is seen in full breeding plumage although, when observed in Jersey
on its Autumn passage back to tropical Africa, its sharp colouring has
all but disappeared. Regarded as quite scarce in some years, these
dapper little migrants nevertheless regard Jersey as an important
staging post.

Yellow wagtail Motacilla flava
These small, dashing and highly active canary-yellow birds are
regularly seen during times of busy migration although increased
sightings usually occur during the month of September. As the name
implies, the bird is a constant ‘tail-wagger’ but it is also a lover of
water meadows and marshland where it prises out all kinds of insects,
snails and tiny molluscs.

Ring ouzel Turdus torquatus
These birds are often referred to as ‘ecclesiastical blackbirds’, an
understandable fact given the highly distinctive crescent shaped
white ‘vicar’s collar’ on the bird’s chest. Unlike the comparative
tameness of the garden blackbird, however, Ring ouzels are incredibly
shy and difficult to approach.

Common redstart Phoenicurus phoenicurus
Unlike its close cousin the Black redstart, which spends most of the
Winter in Jersey, the Common redstart is only occasionally seen
during times of migration, and more especially during the Autumn. It
is a particularly handsome bird that flaunts a wonderfully cinnamon-
coloured under-tail when in flight. They nest in the UK where mature
deciduous woodlands or old apple orchards are especially favoured.
Once breeding is over, the Redstart will begin its journey back to the
Sahel district of Africa sometimes as early as July. Because of this, the
species is usually observed in Jersey between late August and the
end of September.”

The same product range as last year’s ‘Garden Birds’ will be available
for ‘Migrating Birds’ ie; six stamps, Souvenir Miniature Sheet and
Souvenir Sheetlet - all with respective First Day Cover envelopes and
Presentation Packs.
The stamp designs have been painted by Jersey’s own wildlife artist,
Nick Parlett.

The Presentation Pack for the six stamps depicts two male Northern Wheatears
Oenanthe oenanthe.
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Jersey Post is delighted to be celebrating the 60th birthday of His
Royal Highness The Prince of Wales on 14th November 2008 with a
£4 stamp. Although the stamp will initially be issued in a
Commemorative capacity, after one year it will become the new £4
value in Jersey Post’s Definitive stamp range. The stamp will be
available in the following formats - a single stamp, a Souvenir
Miniature Sheet and an operational Sheetlet of four stamps however,
only the first two will have accompanying First Day Cover envelopes
and Presentation Packs. 

First born to Their Royal Highnesses Princess Elizabeth and Prince
Philip, Prince Charles Philip Arthur George was born at 9.15pm on
14th November 1948. At the age of three, Prince Charles became
Heir Apparent when His mother became Queen after the untimely
death of Her father, King George VI. The young Prince attended Hill
House School in London before becoming a boarder at Cheam
School in Berkshire. Later, He attended Gordonstoun in Scotland
before going on to take a degree in archaeology and anthropology at
Trinity College, Cambridge University.

The Prince of Wales is rightly concerned about what the future holds
for His future subjects and takes a great interest in education, health,
farming, religion, environment and architecture of the landscape - in
both rural and city/town areas. 

In celebrating His birthday, Jersey Post chose a fairly relaxed
photograph of HRH The Prince of Wales to appear on the stamp.
This single stamp also appears in the Souvenir Miniature Sheet and,
for the surrounding image, a relaxed and happy portrait of all the
current ‘Princes of Wales’ - Charles, William and Harry - on a 2002
skiing holiday at Klosters in Switzerland has been featured. In His
day job, He may well be HRH but, in this picture, it is patently
obvious that He is also a VPD - Very Proud Dad!

The First Day Cover envelopes and Presentation Packs feature
images of Highgrove House which has been the private residence of
The Prince of Wales since 1980 when it was acquired by The Duchy
of Cornwall. Highgrove has an estate of approximately 37 acres and
The Prince of Wales has used this land to establish a thoroughly
organic garden and farmland, something He is notoriously
passionate about.

HRH The Prince of Wales is no stranger to Jersey having visited the
Island on a number of occasions beginning when he was still at
University and travelled to the Island to take part in an archeological
dig. However, His most recent visit to the Island was in 2004, the
year in which Jersey celebrated 800 years of allegiance to the
Crown. During that visit The Prince of Wales attended a special
sitting of The States of Jersey (the Island’s government) which was
held at Mont Orgueil Castle which dates from 1204, the very time
when the inhabitants of Jersey chose to stand for the Crown and not
for France. The presence of His Royal Highness allowed the Island’s
Bailiff to give the Loyal Address directly to a member of the Royal
Family, reaffirming Jersey’s Royalist stance.
