Jersey Spring Flowers

The fourth and final set of postage stamps in the ‘Seasonal Flowers’
series will be issued on 1st April 2009. The series began in 1998 with
‘Autumn Flowers’, followed in 2003 by ‘Winter Flowers’ and ‘Summer
Flowers’ in 2007. Wendy Tait, is a highly respected watercolour artist
who has written books and produced DVDs on how to paint in that
particular medium. Wendy was approached, initially for the ‘Autumn
Flowers’ commission but, to keep a visual continuity, she was
subsequently employed to paint the remaining three sets of stamps
to complete the series.

Margaret Long, a local authority on botany in Jersey, provided Jersey
Post with a list of suitable flowers to be grouped under each of the
seasonal headings. From her suggestions for possible inclusions in
the Spring Flowers stamp issue, we chose Crocus Crocus cvs and
Grape Hyacinth Muscari armeniacum cvs, Daffodils Narcissus cvs,
Anemones de Caen Anemone coronaria cvs, Tulips Tulipa cvs,
Hyacinths Hyacinthus cvs and Polyanthus Polyanthus and Primulas
Primula cvs.

Flower artist, Wendy Tait, has painted a montage of the Spring flowers Polyanthus
and Primulas on the Presentation Pack.

Spring, traditionally, is when one thinks of new blooms actively
bursting open, full of colour and with the joy of new life. Jersey has
been known for its floral abundance for many years and there are
numerous flower shows, parks and gardens where people may see
the fruits of green fingered labourers. The Royal Jersey Agricultural
and Horticultural Society hold an annual Spring Flower Show at the
Royal Jersey Showground in Trinity. The Show allows entrants to
display individual blooms, mixed vases, potted plants and flower
arrangements in various classes. The competition is hotly contested
each year by entrants from all walks of life and all ages making it a
great opportunity for the Island’s horticultural community to mingle.
The Crocus from the Iridaceae family is a very popular Springtime
bloom which usually grows up to approximately 15cms in height.
Each bulb develops a number of flowers which close up during the
night and open again as the daylight comes. The Grape Hyacinth is
a perennial bulb. lts blooms are a striking deep violet blue in colour
and are tightly packed in a form that resembles an upside-down
bunch of grapes - hence the name!
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The flower that almost everyone would immediately associate with
Spring is the Daffodil. The Daffodil’s family is the Amaryllis and there
are countless species producing different shapes, sizes and colour
variances and combinations. All species of Daffodil however, have
two common traits and they are that all the flowers have a central
‘trumpet’ (or ‘corona’) and they all contain the poison lycorine.
Anemones de Caen, also known as the ‘poppy anemone’ for obvious
reasons when you see one, are bright and beautiful flowers which
grow to approximately 40cms in height. Each flower has a single
stem and may be red, pink, purple blue or white, with red being the
most common colour. The perennial Tulip belongs to the Liliaceae
family and can grow up to 70cms in height, although that is at the
extremity of its range. Again, this flower appears in many different
colours and typically, there is only one flower per stem although more
are produced in a few select species.

A Hyacinth is any plant from the genus Hyacinthus and they have a
single spike of flowers which are generally quite fragrant. They too,
grow in a range of colours including red, blue, orange, pink, white,
violet and yellow but it is the blue variety which seems to be the most
common.

The final flowers to be chosen to appear on the Spring Flower stamps
are Polyanthus and Primulas. Apparently both flowers belong to the
Primula family. They have a long flowering season, are brightly
coloured and easy to grow - all of which encourages their usage in
Island gardens.

The Spring Flowers stamp issue will be released on 1st April 2009.
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Featured above is one stamp for each of the four seasonal sets of stamps painted
by Wendy Tait. Only the Summer and Spring stamp issues are available from the
Jersey Philatelic Bureau. The ‘Spring’ stamp is shown at proof stage.

Jersey Surfing

The Presentation Pack features the iconic photograph of surfers on St Ouen’s
beach.

On 2nd June 2009, Jersey Post will celebrate the 50th anniversary of
the Jersey Surfboard Club and a sport that could almost have been
invented for the inhabitants of Jersey. Jersey has a dedicated surfing
community which takes full creative advantage of what nature thunders
onto the shores of the Island. Looking back at the history of surfing in
Jersey, one of the sport’s local stalwarts, Dave Grimshaw, provided the
following observations of its evolution:-

“Surf-planing - lying down on flat, carved, solid wooden boards - had
been introduced to the Island in 1922 by a world-travelled Jerseyman
called Nigel Oxenden after his return from Africa with the idea. He was
an adept waterman and explored the riding of big outer waves, ‘deep-
water surfing’ as he called it, with his boards attached to his waist by a
cord. By the arrival of the 1950s, this bellyboarding - now with plywood
boards - had become an accepted and common beach activity enjoyed
by many, young and old.

Surfboard riding - standing to ride the surf - appeared later in Jersey in
the Summer of 1958 exhibited by two travelling South African lifequards
named Bobby Burden and Cliff Honeysett. They were employed by
Harry Swanson to improve beach safety on St Ouen’s beach in front of
the Watersplash (endearingly known locally as ‘The Splash’) - a bar,
restaurant and nightclub which has been the epi-centre of Jersey surf
culture since the late 1950s - where too many holidaymakers had
recently drowned. It was their daring, slicing across the bigger waves of
St Ouen during the next year that caught the public eye. Their practice
and example seduced some of the local watermen to have a go and,
hence, to the registration of the Jersey Surfboard Club which sported
more than twenty members and fourteen boards by August 1959.

In no other place in Britain was there any such remotely similar
gathering of surfboard riders at the time. A society of surfers had come
into existence!”

The design of surfboards obviously evolved too and some of the
various shapes are featured on the stamp within the Miniature Sheet.
In the Island, a local fibreglass company, Silva Yates, began
experimenting in the manufacture of boards in 1963 before Steve
Harewood, the son of one of the pioneers of wooden board surfing in
Jersey, began importing boards from Bilbo in Newquay, Cornwall. In
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1969 Steve began a dedicated surfboard building enterprise -
Freedom Surfboards - to satisfy local demand. Barry Jenkins later
joined him and the business later expanded into clothing. ‘Freedom’
is still trading today.

According to the Jersey Surfboard Club’s website -
www.jerseysurfboardclub.com - it has in the region of 500 members
and “In recent years the Club has enjoyed a period of major growth.
The size of its events has significantly increased with the formation of
a Channel Island Surfing Federation. During 2001, the Club staged
contests for surfers as young as 6 years of age. The future of the Club
is positive with the Island experiencing record numbers of juniors
competing in Club events.

The Club continues to maintain its strong European links with the
Executive Committee of the European Surfing Federation (ESF) and
the British Surfing Association (BSA). In 2007 the Channel Island
team reached 5th place, their highest place in a Eurosurf contest for
some years. Added to the team success there was individual success
for Clayton Lidster who became European Masters Champion joining
the ranks of former European Champions, Gordon Burgis, Renny
Gould and Dave Ward.”
