Jersey Europa ~ Children’s Books

PostEurop chooses a different theme each year for the annual Europa
stamp issue which European Post Office members may interpret in
their own individual way. For 2010, PostEurop chose the theme
‘Children’s Books’ which really provided an opportunity for stamp
artists all over Europe to showcase a world of fantasy using their
individual talents.

The first great problem for Jersey Post to overcome when creating
this stamp issue was to decide which book, story or character might
be represented. There were, quite literally, too many choices but a
final decision had to be made and the following will appear on the
four stamps - ‘Pushmi-Pullyu’ from Dr Dolittle by Hugh Lofting, ‘How
the Elephant got his Trunk’ by Rudyard Kipling, ‘The Mad Hatter’s Tea
Party’ (as it has become known) from Alice’s Adventures in
Wonderland by Lewis Carroll and ‘The Dong with the Luminous Nose’
by Edward Lear.

Children’s literature is mainly, by its very nature, inclined to fantasy
and has no doubt inspired many brilliant dreams and, quite possibly,
the odd nightmare too!

Through the art of writing ‘nonsense verse’, Edward Lear created the
‘Dong’ and his tale of love and longing for the return of the Jumbly
Girl with her sky-blue hands and sea-green hair. He spends all his
time searching exhaustively for his Jumbly Girl and made himself a
strap-on nose from the bark of a Twangum Tree inside which a
luminous lamp is suspended to light his way at night. He walks alone,
forever searching, whilst plaintively playing music on his pipe to
which the Jumblies had once happily danced. As part of the stamp
commission, the artist Michael Pollard - an accomplished book
illustrator - was required to pay special attention to the artwork when
painting the Dong’s nose. During the stamp printing process, Cartor
Security Printers of France, applied a luminous ink to the end of the
Dong’s nose in order to create the glowing effect of this lonesome
creature’s appearance. The luminous ink will only be used on the
‘Dong’ stamp.
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The First Day Cover envelope also conveys another of Edward Lear’s
nonsense verse tales, ‘The Owl and The Pussycat’ whilst the
Presentation Pack depicts an open book with many well known
characters from favourite children’s stories bursting out from every

page.
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Jersey - Maps

Jersey Post’s new issue of five Non Value Indicator, Jersey to United
Kingdom, self-adhesive postage stamps will depict maps of Jersey,
both antique and modern. It is interesting to observe the apparent
thoughts of cartographers over the different periods of time with
regard to the shape of the Island and the Parish boundaries within.
This set of stamps will be for use on items of mail requiring the
minimum postage tariff for the other Channel Islands and United
Kingdom destinations and will replace the ‘Jersey - Island Views’
stamp issue which was originally issued in 2006.

This will be the first set of stamps to bear a change in the wording of
the NVIs to ‘UK Letter’. Previously, Jersey NVI stamps have been
annotated ‘UK Minimum Postage Paid’.

CIRCA 7795

The stamp artist, Andrew Robinson was able to use the following
maps as inspiration for the stamp images: Dumaresq 1685, British
Press 1844, Parish Map circa 1980, Road Map circa 2000 and a
Satellite view. The Dumaresq Map may be seen in the foyer of the
Jersey Museum. It is described as being “the first map of Jersey made
by a Jerseyman”. It accompanied a description of the Island which
was produced for King James Il on his accession in 1685. An
engraving was made in 1649 but was not published until 1805. The
Island is shown in great detail with each parish and the vingtaines
marked, as well as the number of houses in each vingtaine.

The remainder of the maps Andrew Robinson has painted show, in
various detail, the outlines of the Island and parishes, the main roads
and reservoirs, the extended land mass created at low tide and, finally,
what the 9 by 5 miles of land that is Jersey may look like from space.
The First Day Cover envelope and Presentation Pack images were
also inspired by maps on show at the Jersey Museum - ‘Map of Jersey
by an Officer, 1782’ and ‘Richmond, 1795’. The first shows the Parish
outlines and Island’s ‘rivers’ and was made to show the Island’s
defences following the attack by the French in 1781. The latter was the
result of the Master of the Board of Ordnance, the Duke of Richmond,
arranging for the Island to be surveyed and, as it was an area which
continued to be thought of as being most at risk of being invaded by
the French, it was not made available to the public for 50 years.
Jersey Post received invaluable help from the Jersey Museum,
Société Jersiaise and the Jersey Library during the preparation of this

stamp issue which will be issued on 9th February 2010.

NVI Reprints

Operational requirements necessitated two reprints of Non Value
Indicator stamps during 2009. Jersey ~ Island Views were reprinted
and issued on 10th March 2009. These NVIs are for items of mail
requiring minimum postage going to United Kingdom and other
Channel Island destinations and were originally issued in 2006.

The other NVI reprint was issued on 10th November 2009 and was
required for Jersey ~ Christmas Carols which were first issued in
2007. This set comprises five stamps for UK and other Channel
Island destinations and five stamps for use within Jersey for
minimum postage requirements.

Erratum - Jersey Railways lll

Unfortunately, due to a proofing error, the train shown on the stamp
within the Miniature Sheet - ‘La Moye’ - was incorrectly described as
the ‘Corbiere’ on the First Day Cover envelope and the Presentation
Pack. The Jersey Post error, which was discovered on stamp issue
day and therefore too late to correct, is regretted.

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Jersey - Girl Guide Centenary

The year 2010 will mark the Centenary of the Girl Guide Association
- 100 years since Lord Robert Baden-Powell began what has
become a worldwide organisation for girls, now numbering 10 million
members. Jersey Post will be marking the Centenary with a set of
vibrant and lively postage stamps on 12th January 2010 making it the
first stamp issue of 2010.

According to the association’s website - www.girlguiding.org.uk -
Girlguiding began when “In the early years of the 20th century, Robert
Baden-Powell, a famous army general, developed a scheme for
training boys. He tried out his ideas at a camp on Brownsea Island in
1907 and the following year published a book, Scouting for Boys.
The book was an instant success and boys throughout the UK
enthusiastically took up Scouting. As a result, Baden-Powell soon
found himself organising the Boy Scout Movement.

At the Scouts’ first rally, at the Crystal Palace in 1909, a small group
of girls turned up. They represented hundreds of other girls and
insisted that they wanted to be Scouts too.

In an age when skirts were ankle length and young ladies never ran,
the idea of girls being involved in camping and similar activities
received a mixed response. Angry critics denounced ‘girl scouting’ as
a ‘mischievous new development’, a ‘foolish and pernicious
movement’ and an ‘idiotic sport’.

However, Baden-Powell’s letters from this time show that he had a
scheme for girls in mind. In 1910 he formed the Girl Guides, asking
his sister Agnes to look after the new organisation. A few years later,
his wife Olave became involved and, in 1918, was appointed Chief
Guide.

The pioneers who turned up at the 1909 Crystal Palace rally called
themselves Girl Scouts but, when he founded the girls’ movement,
Baden-Powell decided that the name should change. That was partly
because he thought it would antagonise the boys for whom Scouting
had been developed and alienate parents who would not welcome
such a tomboyish image for their daughters. But mostly he wanted to
create a separate identity for the girls so that they could work for self-
development independently, not in imitation of their brothers.
Baden-Powell had to think of a name and soon he remembered that
he had been particularly impressed with some ‘Guides’ in India.
These men had operated on the north-west frontier and their main
task was to go on very dangerous expeditions. Even when they were
off duty, the Guides were still training their minds and bodies. With
this in mind, Baden-Powell decided that ‘Girl Guides’ would be a
good name for these pioneering young women.

Mrs Hilary Hardy is the Island Commissioner for Girlguiding Jersey and
provided us with a short history of the early days of the association in
Jersey. The excerpt that follows is taken from the booklet compiled to
celebrate the 80th anniversary of Girlguiding in Jersey:-

“In 1919, inspired by reports of the rapidly expanding Boy Scout and
Girl Guide Movements in England, three Companies were formed in
Jersey. Miss Luce opened two companies at the Ladies College - as
the College for Girls was then known - and Miss Remfry started
another with the girls from the Girls Friendly Society. Patrol Leaders

were enrolled between February and April 1919 and the Guides later

in the year. Miss Luce trained several new Guiders and, soon, other
Companies were formed for many enthusiastic Guides.”

Guiding in Jersey continues to flourish, offering an up to date
programme for the girls of today in keeping with the general
Girlguiding aim to “position the association as a modern and
progressive organisation demonstrating its relevance in the 21st
century to the outside world”.

JERSEY : Girl Guide Centgp\a
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In celebration of the centenary, a wide ranging calendar of events has
been arranged including a party to launch the celebrations and it is
hoped that past members will also attend. In Jersey, part of the
celebrations will include a ‘Thinking Day’ service, a fashion show of
past and current uniforms and a flower festival whilst, on a worldwide
level, there will be an International Centenary Camp with once in a
lifetime activities on offer including sailing a tall ship around the UK in
ten legs - with a crew of 40 young women on each leg. The finale to
the celebrations will be Promise Parties which will take place at
8.10pm on 20th October 2010 (or at 20.10hrs on 20.10.2010!) where
all members throughout the UK and Jersey will renew their promise
at the same time.

The stamp products were painted by Colleen Corlett using activity
photographs supplied by Hilary Hardy as reference. Girlguilding UK
kindly gave Jersey Post permission to use, as reference, the picture
of Agnes Baden-Powell, who was Lord Baden-Powell’s sister, on the
First Day Cover envelope alongside Olave Baden Powell, Lord
Baden-Powell’s wife. Although Olave was appointed ‘Chief Scout’ in
1918, without Agnes’ initial willingness to help her brother by
becoming the ‘First Scout’ and by writing a scheme for girls and then
undertaking to establish and implement it, the Girl Guides
Association would not be here today. Girlguiding UK also allowed
Jersey Post to portray various badges, neckerchiefs and the
especially designed centenary branding elements on the stamp
products.
